At the
start of the academ c year, students are acquainted with the PGCs
during the induction programme. At the start and end of each
senmester, teachers of individual subjects apprise student-| earning
with regard to the attai nment of COs. The Coll ege organi zed two
wor kshops for the faculty nmenbers to train themin mappi ng and
calculating CO attai nment. For the year 2023-24, The coll ege

eval uated COs in two softwares; one provided by the Directorate of
Hi gher Education and the other devel oped by the institution itself.
The latter was designed to offer flexibility in calculating outcones
